 The purpose of the SPSA is to increase the overall effectiveness of the school program by crafting a 
strategic plan that maximizes the resources available to the school while minimizing duplication of 
effort with the ultimate goal of increasing student achievement.

Surveys  
This section provides a description of surveys (i.e., Student, Parent, Teacher) used during the school-year, and a summary 
of results from the survey(s). 

During the 2018-2019 school year, our Golden View community took part in the following surveys: LCAP Student and 
Parent Survey, School Parent Survey, and the California Healthy Kids survey. Results from the California Healthy Kids 
Survey (CHKS) administered in spring 2019 to seventh grade students in Ocean View School District assist in identifying 
school needs and guide the development of programs for students. According to the survey 70% of students feel close 
to people at their school, 74% of students are happy to be at their school and 68% of students feel there is a teacher or 
other adult who cares about them at school. Feedback from students regarding safety resulted in 76% of students 
reporting feeling safe at school, 94% of student have never been harassed for physical or mental disabilities and 73% of 
students believe their school is safe. Based on a school practice survey, Golden View has established and maintains a 
positive school climate, provides early identification/intervention, proactively addresses potential behavioral issues, and 
effectively manages unanticipated behaviors. On the Parent survey 91% of parents feel that their child is receiving a high 
quality education and 97% can see evidence of their child's learning. 
 
Golden View administered the 5th Grade Climate Survey in Spring 2019 to assist in identifying school needs. 76% of 
Golden View students reported being happy to be at school, 81% are proud to be attending school here, 77% feel that 
teachers and other adults encourage the students, and 81% feel safe while they are at school. Information from the 
Healthy Kids Survey/5th Grade Climate Survey and Golden View's discipline data was shared with the School Safety 
Plan committee and utilized in planning and implementing programs for Golden View students. 
         

 

Classroom  Observations  
This section provides a description of types and frequency of classroom observations conducted during the school-year and 
a summary of findings. 

Throughout the school year, classroom observations are made during weekly Coaching Tuesday's, Site Team visits, 
Staff Evaluations, and informal classroom walk through's.To ensure equity with our EL students we are  taking part in 
daily designated and integrated instruction. In addition, during these observations we are focusing on Depth of 
Knowledge 3 and higher, the Writing Continuum, Social Emotional Learning, and Foundational Skills. These 
observations provide evidence of implementation and reveal areas of needed support. We are finding, based on data 
analysis,  that with a focus on these initiatives, along with Language Arts and Math intervention programs,our students 
are making consistent academic improvements.

Standards,  Assessment,  and Accountability  
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Use of state and local assessments to modify instruction and improve student achievement (ESEA) 

The assessment of student progress toward meeting grade level standards is what guides instruction at Golden View.  
The uniform and consistent use of state, District, and classroom assessments provides teachers and the principal with a 
comprehensive picture of student performance that they then use to determine the most appropriate program to meet 
student needs.  Curriculum-embedded assessments from our standards-aligned textbook programs, combined with 
teacher observation, are used to determine flex grouping of students.  This enables the teacher to strategically target 
instruction to maximize student progress.  Our teachers embrace the Response to Intervention model and adapt and 
modify instruction, activities, and homework based on student needs, while ensuring that all students are receiving the 
standards-based core curriculum.  Teachers adhere to the instructional minutes requirements and utilize the District 
pacing guides to ensure that all students have equal access to all of the content standards throughout the school year. 
At the Kindergarten (K) level, the Maturation Assessment Test (MAT) and DIBELS Next assessments provides teachers 
with an idea of overall school readiness.  A focus on phonemic awareness and concepts of print sets students up for 
reading success.  SBA data analysis and the results of the District’s multiple measures provide teachers and the 
principal with individual student progress results and overall class profiles at least four times a year (September, 
December, March, and June). To help support the research-based early literacy interventions with at-risk primary 
students, Ocean View School District has developed a comprehensive series of multiple measures of assessment to be 
used by all teachers.  Having common assessments gives us valid data that can be used to analyze the effectiveness of 
our programs and help us tailor instruction to the needs of our students. After a detailed analysis of SBA and Initial 
formative assessment test results, teachers work collaboratively to develop SMART Goals for ELA and Math in 
September and analyze grade level results at the end of the trimester in December. This process is repeated each 
trimester.  Grade level assessments and benchmarks help to identify students who may be at risk. We know that 
research supports early intervention, so additional small group instruction and support is provided to accelerate primary 
students’ progress in reading.  A focus on reading comprehension at the upper grades helps teachers diagnose how well 
a student grasps the higher-level reading skills so crucial to “reading to learn.”  Student writing skills are assessed 
informally on a daily basis in the classroom.  This information, along with a formal District writing sample administered 
every trimester, gives teachers a comprehensive view of a student’s command of writing skills.  Teachers have been 
trained to use a four-point writing rubric as a guide and share student writing samples with each other to ensure accurate 
and consistent grading.  All teachers receive professional development on an annual basis. Previously, teachers were 
trained in the use of Write from the Beginning, Academic Vocabulary, GLAD, Depth and Complexity, and Close Reading 
strategies.  These strategies are effective with all students and strengthen the connections between prior knowledge and 
new concepts.  Teachers participated in the District-wide ELA/Foundational Skills Year 3 training this year.  Both special 
education and regular education teachers will have the opportunity to attend workshops on Autism and how to effectively 
work with these and other students with academic and behavior challenges. We continue to utilize intervention materials 
from Wonders and supplementary program support from Read Naturally, Rewards, and Project Read materials for 
identified students in grades K-5.  These materials help us target and address specific student needs and are an 
important component of our MTSS/RtI program.  The materials help us implement a cohesive school wide writing 
program.  District funds purchased the teacher guides and other instructional materials. 

 
Use of data to monitor student progress on curriculum-embedded assessments and modify instruction (EPC) 

Currently teachers utilize local and SBA assessments to monitor student progress, including but not limited to:  
Embedded language arts assessment,  Fluency rate: words per minute,  RI,  District writing prompt score,  Embedded 
mathematics assessment,  District Benchmarks in both ELA and Math.  Teachers meet regularly to create trimester 
SMART Goals, including identifying common formative assessments for evaluation. 

 

Staffing  and Professional  Development  
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Status of meeting requirements for highly qualified staff (ESEA) 

All Golden View staff meet highly qualified requirements and collaborate to ensure that students are successful in 
mastering state standards. The focus of both our site and District comprehensive professional development program 
plan is to increase our teachers’ expertise in using assessment-driven, standards-based core curricula to ensure 
students’ success.  Specific professional development goals are established, and continuing goals are re-affirmed at the 
beginning of each school year based on staff’s analysis of available student data and their working analysis of site 
program strengths and then develop Smart Goals.  Priorities are  established by the District’s Inter-Disciplinary Team for 
all schools, with direct input from each of the curriculum content committees and from site principals and their PAL and 
Principal Advisory Committee members. 
 
With each major standards-based adoption (History/Social Science, Math, English/Language Arts, Science and PE), 
teachers participate in  District-sponsored, publisher-conducted training to ensure knowledgeable implementation of the 
core and supplemental program adoptions. Currently, we are piloting new NGSS materials 
 
Every Wednesday is early dismissal day for students so teachers can meet in grade level teams, cross-grade level 
teams, or attend school/District workshops in the afternoon.  This dedicated time has enabled grade level/cross-grade 
level teams to meet on a regular basis for the purposes of analyzing student progress, tailoring curriculum to meet 
students’ needs and strengths, ensuring consistency in  teaching the Common Core standards-based curricula using the 
research-based instructional practices recommended in the District’s adoptions, and identifying/sharing resources that 
effectively address the specificity of students not meeting the grade level standards.

All teachers are appropriately credentialed, participate in professional development and have sufficient instructional 
materials and student textbooks.

Teaching  and Learning  
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Alignment of curriculum, instruction, and materials to content and performance standards (ESEA) 

Golden View’s primary goal is for every student to master the grade level standards in the core curricular areas.  To 
achieve this goal, all teachers implement the curriculum that is fully aligned with the state Common Core Standards 
utilizing the state adopted textbooks adopted by the District for ELA, Math, History/Social Science, Science, and Physical 
Education.  Staff’s professional commitment to this goal is evident in its current focus on Response to 
Intervention/Instruction in grade level and cross-grade level teams.  All teachers are engaged in analyzing their 
instructional practices in order to provide students with the correct level of instruction in a way that the student learns 
most effectively. Students are active participants in their learning. 
 
In order to tailor instruction to students’ learning needs and to ensure use of the appropriate researched-based 
instructional methods for specific teaching purposes, teachers use a variety of instructional strategies recommended in 
the core program adoptions and district training.  Differentiated Instruction, teacher-directed and modeled instruction are 
most frequently used to teach content level concepts and skills to large groups while guided instruction in reading and 
writing is used regularly to teach specific skills and concepts in smaller flex groups, according to students’ assessed 
needs.

At-risk/promise students are referred 
to Roundtable and Student Study Team for review as needed. An improvement plan is created and shared with parents 
for implementation and monitoring.  
 
At-risk students' growth is monitored by use of a District rubric in which assessments are recorded three times a year.

Golden View has a very active and supportive Parent Teacher Organization (PTO). The PTO members work tirelessly to 
provide support both inside and outside of the classroom, logging thousands of volunteer hours per year. The PTO 
sponsors two major fundraisers each year which generate the funds needed to provide assemblies, field trips, 
technology upgrades, and other enrichment opportunities for our students. Home school communication is a priority with 
excellent attendance demonstrated at Back to School Night, Open House, and our twice yearly parent-teacher 
conference opportunities. The PTO has a website and Facebook presence to communicate regularly to all of the school 
community with reminders about upcoming events and activities. 
 
Parents, staff, and community members participate in the development of the school plan. Stakeholder groups include: 
Site Leadership Team, School Site Council (SSC), English Language Advisory Committee (ELAC) and the PTO. Groups 
reviewed the results of a variety of state and local assessment data including CELDT/ELPAC for our English learners. 
Using this data, each group identifies school needs and suggests strategies to improve student achievement. The SSC 
in conjunction with the school leadership team review existing goals, consider the suggestions from the other groups and 
recommend revisions or additions to the school plan. The SSC approves the final plan and continues to monitor the 
progress of the plan and the budget.

Intensive intervention in R/LA and math 
support students who are performing below grade level expectancy and students are provided "Core + more" strategic 
intervention to ensure growth. Title 1 funds support additional staff development activities and resources so that students 
are provided with the means to excel. These activities and resources include  ST Math, Lexia, ELA, PBIS,Social 
Emotional Learning, environmental science, Response to Intervention, and various conferences, workshops, and in-
services selected to address individual student needs. English learners and Special Education students receive 
additional classroom support from instructional assistants.The purchase of updated computers, laptops, and use of a 
variety of technology support programs for our computer lab and classrooms will support all students with achievement 
in English/Language Arts and mathematics to ensure that our under-performing subgroups will have the same 
educational opportunities and means to succeed.
