Classroom  Observations

Classrooms are visited 1-2 times a week.  The students are actively engaged in the learning environment, the flexible 
seating arrangements provide for collaborative learning, and the students are grouped for differentiated learning.  District 
focus areas of foundational skills instruction, printing/handwriting, Depth of Knowledge levels 3 and 4 activities, and 
Social-Emotional learning are highlighted on the walls and during classroom instruction.  Lake View allows for students 
to complete their work on their 1-1 Chromebook devices, and the students use the Chromebooks on a daily basis.

Teachers share strategies and support one another through grade level teams.  Instructional Coaches at the District 
provide instructional support in the areas of Universal Screeners, Foundational Skills, ELD Instruction, Math, NGSS and 
Critical Thinking.  Teachers are provided planning time to analyze data, plan lessons, and collaborate with grade level 
colleagues to plan STEAM units of study. 
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Teacher collaboration by grade level (kindergarten through grade eight [K–8]) and department (grades nine through twelve) 
(EPC) 

Teachers collaborate in weekly Professional Learning Communities at each grade level. Lake's Advisory Committee 
(LAC) members meet with the principal twice monthly to review grade level needs and to collaborate across grade 
levels. PLC practices are being implemented. 

 

Teaching  and Learning  
 
Alignment of curriculum, instruction, and materials to content and performance standards (ESEA) 

District review of curriculum follows the state adoption cycle. With each curricular adoption, teacher committees analyze 
state standards. Based on District test results, state standards serve as a base to give emphasis to skills students need 
most. Student progress towards these standards are reported to parents on a standards-based report card.  Common 
Core State Standards (CCSS) are examined for K-12 articulation. Research on instructional methods reveals the most 
effective techniques for a particular content, and this information is used in the creation of the materials’ evaluation 
criteria. Materials purchased match the state and District standards.  Standards-based instructional materials are 
purchased for all students with each curricular adoption. Teachers serve on  committees to identify needs for GATE, 
English Learners, Special Education students and others requiring unique needs an intervention. Based on identified 
needs of these students, supplementary materials are purchased to help students meet academic standards. 

 
Adherence to recommended instructional minutes for reading/language arts and mathematics (K–8) (EPC) 

ELA is taught 120 minutes per day, which includes a designated 30 minute block for leveled foundational skills 
instruction called Walk to Read.  Math is taught for 60 minutes per day.  In addition, 30 minutes of ELD is provided for 
English Language learners. 

 
Lesson pacing schedule (K–8) and master schedule flexibility for sufficient numbers of intervention courses (EPC) 

Curriculum guidelines, maps and schedules are regularly updated for curriculum alignment and implemented with 
flexibility.

All teachers use standards based instructional materials appropriate to the content and instructional level of the 
students.  Core textbooks are provided for every student.

Students who do not yet meet grade level standards as determined by SBA results, Universal Screener data, classroom 
observations, and benchmark assessments, are provided scaffolding, researched-based interventions, and performance 
is discussed during grade level Roundtable meetings. Students receive targeted foundational skills instruction and 
effective instructional strategies each day in the regular classroom and across grade levels to fill specific gaps in 
learning.  English Learners receive Designated and Integrated ELD instruction for at least 30 minutes each day.  English 
learners also receive assistance in the primary language through EL and bilingual instructional aide support.  Student 
growth and achievement  is monitored through a District rubric and information is regularly shared with parents.  Results 
of intervention are shared in collaborative grade level meetings, during data release days, and with parents at 
conferences and through the report card. Students with special needs receive special education services recorded on 
the IEP and communicated with parents through IEP Meetings. 
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Evidence-based educational practices to raise student achievement 

Common evidenced-based instructional strategies include Differentiated Instruction, Academic Vocabulary instruction, 
Thinking Maps, Depth and Complexity Prompts, and GLAD strategies.  PBIS strategies for behavior support and 
intervention are common schoolwide.

Parent and community Involvement is essential at Lake View.  There are multiple opportunities for parents to engage in 
their child's education: School Site Council, English Learner Advisory Council, volunteering, field trips, and the Parent-
Teacher Organization (PTO). Lake View is a school for the community and welcomes all volunteers and opportunities to 
learn from our partners.  Parent involvement is increased by providing information in both English and Spanish.   A 
bilingual Parent Liaison is available two afternoons a week to assist parents.
